The National Investigation
Agency (NIA) hasfiled a sup-
plementary chargesheet
against Kurla resident
Amaan Salim Sheikh, 23,
who is a key accused in the
conspiracy by Pakistani In-
telligence Operatives (PIO)
to honey trap Indian Navy
personnel and gather secret
information about defense
establishments. The supple-
mentary chargesheet was
filed on Thursday in the spe-
cial NIA court, Visakhapat-
nam, Andhra Pradesh.

After being arrested in No-
vember 2023, Sheikh, who
worked as a delivery execu-
tive, was charged under rele-
vant sections of the Indian
Penal Code as well as the Un-
lawful Activities (Preven-
tion) Act. The NIA's investi-
gation revealed that Sheikh
was actively collaborating
with a suspected Pakistani
agent Usman. Notably, the
accused was receiving funds
from other suspected Pak-
istani operatives, including

The NIA teams had
seized sensitive documents
and two phones from
Sheikh's Kurla residence
during the search last year.
According to sources, the in-
vestigation found that Pak-
istani agents had honey
trapped Indian Navy officers

The plan
was to send these escorts to
Navy officers, who were in-
volved in espionage opera-
tions, and share sensitive vi-
tal defence information with
Pakistani handlers.

On July 19, 2023, the NIA
had filed a chargesheet
against two accused, includ-
ing absconding Khan. Ac-
cording to the chargesheet,
arrested accused Aakash
Solanki, who was working as
an electrical artificer radio
apprentice at the naval dock-
yard, Visakhapatnam, was
passing on classified infor-
mation related to warships
and submarines with a sus-
pected PIO operating under
the assumed identity of Adi-
ti Chouhan’ as well as other
unidentified  individuals.
Like Sheikh, Solanki also re-
ceived money from Khan
through crypto channels,
said the NIA.

SC tells govt

The Supreme Court on Fri-
day asked the state govern-
ment to hand over the first
slice of land for construction
of anew Bombay High Court
building by September end. A
bench headed by Chief Jus-
tice of India D Y Chandra-
chud asserted that the state
authorities need not wait till
the end of the year to hand
over the entire land and
smaller areas can be given as
they become available.

“We direct the Maharash-
tra government to make all
endeavour to hand over the
first tranche of land of 9.64
acre by the end of September.
The government need not
wait till December to hand
over the entire plot,” the
court said. It was hearing a
case under its suo motu (on
its own) jurisdiction,
initiated after taking note of
an April 29 letter petition of
Bombay Bar Association
president Nitin Thakker and
other bar leaders with
respect to the urgent need of
accommodation for the Bom-
bay HC, whose existing build-
ing is 150 years old.

Yes Bank-DHFL scam: HC
grants bail to Pune builder

While granting bail to Pune-
based builder Avinash Bhos-
ale two years after his arrest,
the Bombay High Court on
Friday observed that bail
need not be denied only be-
cause the person is accused
of an economic offence.

Justice NJ Jamadar grant-
ed relief to Bhosale in the De-
wan Housing Finance Corpo-
ration Ltd (DHFL)-Yes Bank
in the corruption case, being
probed by the Central Bureau
of Investigation (CBI), on fur-
nishing a personal bond of
Rsl lakh. Bhosale, chairman
and founder of ABIL Group,
was arrested by the CBI on
May 26, 2022, and was in judi-
cial custody. However, he has
been admitted to a hospital
for treatment. During the ma-
jor part of his custody, he was
admitted in different hospi-
tals and currently he is ad-
mitted at St George's Hospi-
tal.

The bench noted that it was
not an “immutable rule of
law that the accused be
denied bail in serious eco-
nomic offences”. The param-
eters which govern the grant
of bail in other categories of
offences equally govern the
case where a person is ac-
cused of an economic offence,

court ought to be cognisant of
the fact that the economic of-
fences have serious ramifica-
tions, however, where other
parameters are fulfilled, bail
need not be denied on the
score that the person is ac-
cused of an economic offence.

“In the light of the prima
facie consideration of the
prosecution case, the amount
of alleged fraud attributable
to the applicant gets signifi-
cantly scaled down. That
bears on the gravity of the al-
legation,” Justice Jamadar
added. Also, the investigation
in the case is complete and
three chargesheets have been

According to the CBI,
Bhosale received kickbacks
from Yes Bank founder Rana
Kapoor, also an accused in the
case, in return for diverting
funds. Kapoor had disbursed
Rs3,983 crore to DHFL, which
were proceeds of crime. Of
this amount, DHFL disbursed
loans aggregating to a whop-
ping Rs2,420 crore to three
group concerns of Radius
Group.
