Byculla constituency, which
has over 40% Muslim popula-
tion, selected Yamini Jadhav
as its legislator in 2019, the
first instance for the undi-
vided Shiv Sena or any saf-
fron-clad party to govern the
constituency. While Jadhav is
set to enter into a Sena vs Sena
fight in the upcoming Vidhan
Sabha elections, her tenure as
the MLA of Byculla carries
along the complaints of lack
of significant development
and redevelopment of old dil-
apidated buildings.

Like her husband Yashwant
Jadhav, who started as a
municipal corporator and
was later elected as the chair-
person of the BMC’s standing
committee, Yamini Jadhav
also started her political
career as a corporator from
Byculla in 2012 and headed
the markets and garden com-
mittee from 2012-17. She was
also a member of the educa-
tion committee. In 2017, she
was re-elected in the BMC,
during which she ran for the
2019 assembly elections.

In the Muslim dominated
constituency, previously a
Congress bastion, Jadhav
secured 51,180 votes (41.03% of
the total), defeating AIMIM’s
sitting MLA Waris Pathan.
After the Shiv Sena was split
into two, Jadhav shifted to
Eknath  Shinde’s faction,
which ultimately constituted
the government in the state.

Jadhav was also fielded as
Mahayuti’s candidate for 2024
Lok Sabha elections against
Shiv Sena (UBT)s Arvind
Sawant but secured only
40,817 votes, while the latter
received 86,883 votes.

According to the latest
MLA report card released by
Praja Foundation, Jadhav
secured the 8th rank among
all the legislators from
Mumbai. With a score of
68.86%, she maintained her
clean criminal record and
attendance in the assembly.
However, her rank for
number and quality of ques-
tions asked dropped from 9th
rank in 2023 to 12th rank in
2024.

Talking to the FPJ, Jadhav
said that with her efforts, the
Indian Navy personnel will
soon have a jetty and an office
at the expense of Rs60 crore
on the eastern coast. She also
added that she is proud of her
efforts which led to the state
government allowing women
police personnel to wear
sarees from their first month
of pregnancy.

However, Pathan said that
Jadhav has not done anything
for the people of Byculla in
these five years. “She was
inactive for two years during

Covid and later she got busy
in the case filed by the
Enforcement Directorate
against her family. The voters
of Byculla know the reality,”
he said.

Jadhav had recently been
accused of appeasement of
Muslim community after she
distributed burgas to women
in her constituency, which
also became a reason of tussle
between the Shiv Sena and
BJP.

Byculla is also known as the
home to renowned Urdu
poets and writers including
Saadat Hasan Manto, Sahir
Ludhianvi, Kaifi Azmi and
Majrooh Sultanpuri among
others. The state government
allotted land for an Urdu
learning centre in Agripada
and literary figures in the
locality give the credit to
Jadhav. However, they are
upset about Jadhav choosing
Eknath Shinde’s faction of the
Shiv Sena which is in alliance
with BJP.

Zubair Azmi, founder of
Urdu Markaz, a literary
organisation working to pro-
mote Urdu language, said,
“There is a need to establish
more cultural centres in
Byculla for different lan-
guages and the MLA needs to
focus on it.”

However, a few citizens feel
that Jadhav has not done any
significant development work
in her tenure except a few
beautification projects that
people claim are to promote
herself and her party. They
feel she could have upgraded
JJ Hospital, one of the biggest
public hospitals in Mumbai.

Aamir Edresy, president of
Association  of  Muslim
Professionals, said, “Our MLA
has not done any work that
will stand out as a develop-
ment. She got the gate of a
public park in Mazgaon reno-
vated and also the wall along
the road leading from
Mazgaon to JJ Hospital. She
could have provided funds for
the hospital and got some
machinery upgraded, that
would have proven beneficial
for the entire state.”

Madhukar Chavan, former
MLA of Byculla who with-
drew his nomination after
rebellion from the Congress,
said, “Both the MLAs in the
last 10 years, Vaarish Pathan
and Yamini Jadhav, have not
done any work for Byculla,
which needs immediate rede-
velopment of old buildings.”

In the upcoming Vidhan
Sabha election, Jadhav will be
contesting against Shiv Sena
(UBT)s Manoj Jamsutkar, a
former Congress corporator
from Byculla who later joined
Shiv Sena for not getting a
chance in the 2019 assembly
elections.

Metro extends

The state BJP is furious as
hell with Deputy Chief
Minister Ajit Pawar, who
heads the faction of the
Nationalist Congress Party,
for his disclosure that Union
Home Minister Amit Shah,
Devendra Fadnavis, Sharad
Pawar, Praful Patel, himself
and Gautam Adani were
present at a meeting at the
latter's house in 2019 when it
was decided to form the gov-
ernment with Fadnavis as the
CM and Pawar Jr as his dep-
uty. In a hush-hush develop-
ment, the then governor
Bhagat Singh Koshiyari was
woken up from bed and
asked to swear-in Fadnavis
and Ajit Pawar. Only a hand-
ful of people were present at
the Raj Bhavan. This govern-
ment lasted for three days,
the shortest in the history of
any state.

By disclosing that the

closed door meeting was
held at Adani's residence,
Ajit Pawar appears to have
deliberately embarrassed
the BJP which has for long
been accused by the opposi-
tion of being influenced by
Adani. Incidentally, Fadnavis
himself had several months
ago disclosed that Sharad
Pawar was very much in the
loop when it was decided to
form a government headed
by Fadnavis and Ajit Pawar.
At that time Sharad Pawar
had accused Fadnavis of
being a “liar” In retrospect,
Fadnavis has been found to
have spoken the truth.

Now Ajit Pawar has
revealed that his uncle
(Sharad Pawar) was very
much in the thick of dis-
cussions to form a BJP-NCP
government. This has placed
tremendous strain on the
opposition Maha Vikas
Aghadi (MVA) also since
Sharad Pawar, who is known
for his close proximity to

Election officials attached to
the Mira Bhayandar assembly

For example, despite
warnings from the BJP, Ajit
Pawar decided to give a
ticket to Nawab Malik,
former minister whom the
BJP is accusing of having
links with Dawood Ibrahim,
to contest the poll from
Mankhurd-Shivaji Nagar. Ajit
Pawar went further by field-
ing Nawab Malik's daughter,
Sana, from Anushakti Nagar
which was earlier repre-
sented by Nawab Malik.

For the past several
months, cadres of the Sangh
Parivar have been openly
critical of Ajit Pawar. On July
18, senior RSS idealogue
Ratan Sharda had told the
FPJ that the BJP's joining
hands with Ajit Pawar was a

wrong decision. Later two
journals of the RSS, Organiser
and Vivek, too had come
down heavily on Ajit Pawar,
who was earlier accused by
the BJP of being involved in a
Rs70,000-crore  irrigation
scam. PM Narendra Modi
himself had levelled this
grave allegation against Ajit
Pawar. The latter has been
smarting under this wave of
criticism from the saffron
family all these months and
on the eve of the assembly
polls decided to hit back by
disclosing about the secret
meeting at Adani's apart-
ment.

Sources said irrespective
of the outcome of the assem-
bly polls, Ajit Pawar will not
be a part of any effort by the
BJP to form the next govern-
ment. Instead of being a
political asset, Ajit Pawar has
proven to be a big liability
and the BJP would like to
jettison him as soon as poss-
ible.
