Threat to PM: Man
who made 1400
hoax calls detained

MUMBAI

The Mumbai police have
detained a 52-year-old men-
tally ill man from Chembur
for making 1414 hoax
threatening calls, with the
recent one on Tuesday about
a terrorist threat to Prime
Minister Narendra Modi’s
plane.

The investigation revealed
that the accused had made
repeated calls to the police
control room in the past six
months, this time falsely
claiming that an American
terrorist planned to plant a
bomb on Modji’s aircraft. The
caller further alleged that the
same terrorist was respon-
sible for six plane crashes last
month.

The Azad Maidan police
detained the suspect on
Wednesday morning and reg-
istered a non-cognisable
offence against him. The
police are now investigating
his mental state and possible

The man is said to
be mentally ill; has
been making hoax
calls for 6 months;
the latest was to
the PM'’s aircraft

e

motives behind the repeated
hoax calls.

Last year alone, the control
room received nearly 100
such false alerts. In October
2024, the number of threat
calls crossed the 100-mark.
Recently, the Reserve Bank of
India also received a threat
call on its customer care hel-
pline.

Bollywood actors Salman
Khan and Shah Rukh Khan, as
well as Uttar Pradesh Chief
Minister Yogi Adityanath,
have also received threats in
recent times.

Additionally, a woman was
found to have made over 30
hoax calls to the Mumbai
police control room in the
past.

First GBS death in city: Ward boy

with Pune travel

Mumbai has reported its first
Guillain-Barré Syndrome
(GBS) death. Subhash Dete, 53,
a ward boy from BMC-run VN
Desai Hospital in Santacruz,
was hospitalised at BYL Nair
Hospital. The hospital's dean,
Dr Shailesh Mohite, confirmed
that the patient was admitted
on January 23 and passed
away on February 10. With
this, the total number of GBS
deaths in Maharashtra has
reached eight.

Dete was a resident of
Wadala and admitted himself
to Nair Hospital after suffering
from severe weakness in his
legs. As per a statement issued
by the BMC, he had high blood
pressure but no previous
symptoms of fever or diar-
rhoea. He had visited Pune 16
days prior to being admitted
to the hospital. Dete was

shifted to the ICU after he suf-
fered from respiratory distress
and was put on a ventilator.
Meanwhile, a 16-year-old
girl has also been diagnosed
with GBS and admitted to Nair

Hospital. “The patient is under
treatment and is in stable con-
dition,” Dr Mohite said.
Officials said that the minor
patient hails from Palghar and
was initially suffering from
fever but later diagnosed with
GBS.

Mumbai has so far reported
three GBS cases. Last week, a
64-year-old woman was diag-
nosed with the syndrome and
was admitted to Seven Hills
Hospital in Bandra. “The
female patient is stable and
will be discharged soon,” Dr
Daksha Shah, BMC’s executive
health officer said.

Dr Shah said Mumbaikars
do not need to panic as this is
not an outbreak but are iso-
lated cases. “GBS is not a new
virus and there has been no
surge in Mumbai. People can
get affected by the virus, but
the percentage is very low. It's
also an auto-immune disease.
However, those with comor-

history succumbs

bidities get affected by the syn-
drome easily”

Shah recommended visiting
a hospital if anyone suffers
from sudden weakness, paral-
ysis in legs or arms, diarrhoea
(long duration) and fever. “All
municipal hospitals and medi-
cal colleges in Mumbai are
equipped to treat GBS.
Medicines, equipment and
expert manpower are avail-
able for treatment,” Shah
added.

As per the BMC, one in a
lakh persons suffer from this
disease; and every month a
few GBS patients are admitted
to hospitals, including in
Mumbeai.

The GBS surge was pri-
marily witnessed in Pune dis-
trict. As per the state health
department, till February 11,
192 people have been sus-
pected to have contracted the
virus, with 172 confirmed
cases and seven deaths.

Aarey debris
dump: BMC to
restore itinto
green space

The National Green Tribunal
(NGT) has directed the BMC
to take over a huge plot in
Aarey Milk Colony, under-
take slope stabilisation and
turn it into either a public
park or a green area. The plot,
which is a part of Aarey and is
next to the Mithi River, is
being used to dump debris
and already has 12 lakh cubic
meters of solidified garbage.
The petition to conserve it
was filed by NGO Vanshakti.

The BMC had earlier
informed the NGT that Aarey
is responsible for the plot
owing to the jurisdiction.
However, the Aarey adminis-
tration expressed its inability
to carry out the necessary
work. It said it does not have
the machinery or manpower
to remove 12 lakh cubic meter
of debris.

While deciding on the peti-
tion, the NGT referred to a
meeting held in May 2024,
where the Chief Secretary
questioned representatives of
the Maharashtra Pollution
Control Board (MPCB) and
the National Environmental
Engineering Research
Institute (NEERI) about the
potential damage to Mithi
River due to debris dumping.

According to the NGT
order, NEERI and MPCB
clarified that while the debris
on this Aarey plot does not
directly impact the river, its
presence poses environ-
mental challenges.

As per the minutes of the
meeting before the NGT, no
further dumping should take
place and tree plantation
should be carried out. It was
unanimously agreed that the
site should be conserved and
developed into a public park
with green cover.

Yemeni sheltered; Nitesh wants SIT

Mumbai: Maharashtra min-
ister and BJP leader Nitesh
Rane on Wednesday alleged a
minority institute in
Nandurbar illegally sheltered a
Yemen national and requested
Chief Minister Devendra
Fadnavis to set up a Special
Investigation Team. In his
letter to the chief minister,

Rane claimed the Jamia
Islamia  Ishaatul Uloom
Institute in Akkalkuwa had
provided accommodation and
other facilities to the person
despite lack of visa to stay.
“The founder, chairman,
and staff of the institute had
also provided the person with
various official documents,

including an Aadhaar card,
PAN card, a birth certificate,
and a bank account,” Rane
stated. He said the police regis-
tered an FIR on Tuesday
against the person, his family
members, and the institute’s
officials under the Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita and the Indian

Key Coastal Road
interchange now
open to traffic

Another crucial interchange
arm of the Coastal Road pro-
ject, connecting Haji Ali Juice
Centre to Marine Drive, was
opened for traffic on
Wednesday morning. This
marks a significant step in the
completion of the ambitious
project. The final arm, which
will connect the Bandra-
Worli Sea Link (BWSL) to
Lotus Jetty-Worli Naka, is
expected to be operational by
the third week of March.

The 10.58km Coastal Road
stretches from the Princess
Street Flyover at Marine Drive
to BWSL's Worli end. The pro-
ject features multi-level inter-
changes at key locations,
including Haji Ali, Pedder
Road (Amarsons Garden), and
Worli Sea Face. Before the
opening of the new Haji Ali
interchange arm, south-
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While the Pedder
/I Road interchange

has four entry-exit
arms, the Haji Ali
interchange has eight,
and the Worli
interchange has five

The final arm at
2 the Worli

interchange is
awaited; it will provide
direct connectivity
between Worli and
BWSL for northbound
vehicles

The northbound
3 carriage of the

bow-string bridge,
which connects the
Coastal Road to BWSL
opened on January 27

bound vehicles accessed the
Coastal Road through either
the Worli interchange, the
Amarson’s interchange, or
directly via BWSL.

A senior civic official said

that the final arm of Worli

interchange is expected to be
ready by the third week of
March. The official explained
that the construction of park-
ing spaces for the traffic arms
delayed the opening process.

The vehicular arms at the
Haji Ali interchange were
opened in December 2024.
The northbound carriage of
the bow-string bridge, which
connects the Coastal Road to
BWSL opened on January 27.
This new route has been a
major boon for motorists,
slashing travel time between
Bandra and Marine Drive to
just 10-12 minutes and offering
a much-needed, faster alter-
native for thousands of daily
commuters.

The Coastal Road project
commenced in October 2018
with a cost of Rs13,983 crore. It
has reduced travel time by
70% and fuel consumption by
34%, claims the BMC.
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2nd suspect
held in Bandra
robbery,
murder case

A day after the decomposed
body of a murdered 64-year-
old woman was found in her
apartment in Bandra West,
the police have arrested
another person for allegedly
destroying evidence - hiding
the murder weapon and
stolen gold jewellery.

Rekha Khonde was found
murdered in her second-floor
1 BHK flat in Kanchan
Building on Tuesday and the
police arrested the main
accused, Sharif Ali Shamsher
Shaikh, 27, within two hours.
The second accused, Rahul
Naidu, 27, helped Shaikh dis-
pose of the knife and iron rod
used in the murder. Naidu
works at a call centre.

Further probe has revealed
that Khonde recently with-
drew Rs23 lakh from her bank
account, which Shaikh stole
and spent on buying a car,
repaying loans, and on food. A
team leader at a call centre in
SakiNaka, Shaikh also stole
jewellery worth Rsl5 lakh,
which he gave to Naidu to hide
with the murder weapons.

Khonde’s decomposed
body was found after the resi-
dents complained of foul
smell emanating from her flat.
Her hands and legs were tied
and she was killed with the
alleged intent to rob the
house. The police said that
only the victim's daughter can
quantify the amount of theft.

The police said that Shaikh,
who lived nearby and often
helped Khonde with house-
hold work, was interrogated
after examining the CCTV
footage from the area and
gathering technical evidence.
He confessed that he had
entered the elderly woman’s
house with the intent of theft
and killed Khonde so she
wouldnt identify him.

Shaikh and Naidu were pro-
duced in court on Wednesday
and remanded to police cus-
tody. Probe is underway.
